Directions to Namaste Conference Center :

NORTH ENTRANCE: South on I-5, take Exit #286. Turn right at the light, go 3 tenths of a mile to Day Street. Turn left on Day

heading west, go ½ mile to stop. Turn left on Grahams Ferry Road. Travel 2.7 miles and LEC is on the left.

SOUTH ENTRANCE: North on I-5, take Exit #283, turn left at the light, heading west back under I-5. Travel 2 miles on Wilsonville

Road to Bell Road. Turn right on Bell Rd, go 3 tenths of a mile to the stop sign at the fork in the road. Take the far right fork down the hill onto Grahams Ferry Rd. Go 5 tenths of a mile to Living Enrichment Center on the right.
