Procedures for Submitting Research Proposals to the Oregon Mint Commission and the Mint Industry Research Council (MIRC)
Sept 1-30

Dean’s representative sends Request for Proposals (RFP) to all current and potential researchers.  Dean’s representative also requests that all researchers funded the previous year prepare a progress report.

November 15
Researchers submit research proposals with all required signatures directly to the Agricultural Research Foundation.  Researchers send progress reports by e-mail  attachment and one hard copy directly to the ARF.  The ARF collects and binds research proposals and forwards progress reports to the OMC. Researchers who also expect to submit the proposal to the MIRC should indicate separate budgeted amounts for the OMC and the MIRC

MIRC proposals are submitted directly by the researcher to MIRC.

November 15-January
OMC Research Committee considers research proposals.

MIRC considers proposals

January

All researchers who received funding the previous year will be required to present an oral report at the Annual Mint Meeting. Discussions on proposed research also occurs at this meeting. Researchers who receive funding from MIRC are expected to present the results of their research at the Annual MIRC Meeting.

April

Final approval for funding of research proposals is made by the OMC Research Committee.  Contracts for funded research are developed with the ARF and funds are made available July 1.

MIRC decisions are handled separately.
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
