Subject: Sudden Oak Death and Nursery Crop Issues in Oregon

Over the last few days, much activity has arisen at Oregon State University and in state agencies, as a result of the possibility of a statewide emergency quarantine for Oregon nurseries that may occur if Sudden Oak Death (SOD) is discovered again in an Oregon nursery. The industry has worked directly with federal and state officials in managing for such a possibility. Fortunately, no new quarantines have been placed but we are reminded how much more effort and resources need to be focused on this disease in order to learn how it will be managed or prevented in the longer term. As with all "rush to arms" situations, there is both great effort as well as some duplication of energy as we try to map out the next steps. At this point, my summary deals primarily with the Oregon State University part but we will be working to coordinate with the other agencies within Oregon, the Oregon Association of Nurseryman, and those with similar interests in other states. Our intent is to combine and coordinate efforts to find additional federal funding to assist Oregon (and surrounding states) in their efforts to deal with SOD. Fortunately, there have been ongoing research and extension efforts pertaining to SOD in both forest and nursery settings for some time. What this past week has reminded us it that we need more resources to step up the effort to find solutions.
